Fire Danger Ratings are now simpler and easier to understand. By using the latest science and
technology, they provide a more clear and accurate rating to save properties and lives.

The Fire Danger Ratings give you an indication of the consequences of a fire, if a fire was to start.

The higher the rating is, the more dangerous the conditions will be.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW
The Fire Danger Ratings have four levels,
which are:
